The Intentional Interim Minister.  This five-day (34 contact hours) program includes a follow-up field requirement (26 additional contact hours) and prepares the student for a ministerial specialty similar to a chaplaincy or college student ministry. The professional intentional interim serves a congregation whose previous pastor has departed and prepares the way for a new permanent pastor to come. Pre-requisites include advanced readings, successful completion of the three- day course you are currently attending and appropriate recommendations from IMN XE "IMN"  instructors and denominational administrators. Graduates receive a certificate of completion.  

The IMN XE "IMN"  Professional Association.  The dues-paying members of IMN are located in the United States and Canada with some members in England, New Zealand and Australia. As a professional society, IMN maintains a full-time Web site, publishes a quarterly newsletter and produces an Annual Conference. The conference allows peers to meet for a few days every year to hear major keynote speakers, worship with nationally-known preachers and attend their choice of some two dozen workshops on current practices of the profession. An on-site store provides the latest in books, CDs and tapes that are specific to the field. Attendance qualifies for approximately 16 contact hours.
